detailing and Colonial homes will
have detailed mouldings and sym-
metrical placement of windows.
There's a lot of choice and I think
it is coming along beautifully.”

However, it's not just about
beauty in Ravenswood — conven-
ience is key, as well.

The community is 10 minutes
from Calgary, putting it in an ideal
spol for commuters.

“Ravenswood is located in the
southeast corner of Airdrie — take
Yankee Valley Boulevard East and
lollow the signs to our showhome

“It’s definitely a short commute
to downtown, too — more and
more people are choosing to live
in Airdrie because to get to down-
town Calgary, it only takes 20 min-
utes.”
